Applies to the Vision Plus Program 

Effective January 1, 2020, the annual frame allowance from a network provider under the Vision 
Plus Program will increase as follows: 

 Network Out-of-network 
Frame  
Once per calendar year 

$200 allowance (↑ $50)  
20% off the amount over the allowance  Up to $70 

 
 

annual contact lens allowance 
Applies to the Vision Plus Program 

Effective January 1, 2020, the annual contact lens allowance from a network provider under the 
Vision Plus Program will increase as follows: 

 Network Out-of-network 
Contact Lens  
• In lieu of lenses and a frame.  
• Every calendar year.  
• Contacts, contact lens examination 

(fitting and evaluation). 

$200 allowance (↑ $50) for 
contacts, no copayment. 

Contact lens exam (fitting and 
evaluation), up to $60 copayment.
